CRIMIAL JUSTICE BACHELOR OF ARTS DEGREE REQUIREMENTS

Students who wish to complete a Bachelor of Arts degree may do so by completing the requirements listed below.  

A Spanish Placement Exam is available for students who have taken Spanish in High School, been exposed to 

Spanish as a second language or who has lived in a Spanish speaking country for an extended period of time. 

Students will be placed into the appropriate Spanish course after the exam ha been evaluated and results will be 

placed into the student's advising file or sent to the advisor. Students who complete the specified course with a C 

or above will receive from 4 to 14 credits of retroactive credit depending upon the course they completed. 

Students who have not taken any Spanish courses will be required to complete 14 credits of Spanish.
